In 1906, there was a terrible fire, which destroyed more than 5,500
buildings but, to much surprise, the result of the disaster was positive.
After this fire, people started to build stone buildings instead of wooden.
At the end of the 19th century building of the bridge across the Volga (the
longest bridge in Europe) helped greatly the industrial and agricultural
development of Syzran.

People built the Syzran hydroelectric power station in 1929, almost a
hundred years ago, but it still works properly.
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During the war, Syzran began to develop quickly. The reason is simple:
many big factories from other cities came here, so Syzran’s industrial
potential grew 4-5 times.

Some 10-15 years ago, the level of air pollution here was high. But
thanks to the modernization of enterprises in 2014, the level of pollution
became lower.

One of them is Nikolay Simonov, the Soviet film and stage actor. He was
born in Samara in 1901. Simonov made his film debut in 1924 and played
in five Russian silent films. He acted in the classic film Chapaev (1934)
by the Vasilyev brothers. Simonov’s portrayal of Antonio Salieri in
Mozart and Salieri from The Little Tragedies by Alexander Pushkin won
him a Stanislavski State Prize award in 1962.

The second is Alexey Tolstoy. The Soviet writer was born in 1883 in the
Samara region. Since 1898 A. Tolstoy lived and learned in Samara during
some years (till 1910). His family lived in a house in the Saratovskaya
Street (now Frunze Street). This house became the centre of cultural life
of the modern Samara. Before the October revolution, the writer often
spent summers in Samara. These trips allowed him to collect a lot of
information to describe the life and customs of the heroes of his novels.
Returning to Russia from emigration, the writer came to Samara in 1936,
and wrote a wonderful fairy tale The Golden Key.

The third is Eldar Ryazanov, a Soviet and Russian film director,
screenwriter, poet, actor and teacher. Eldar Ryazanov was born in 1927 in
Samara. Ryazanov was one of the most successful film directors of the
Soviet Union, and his films are still well-known in the post-USSR
landscape. The film Irony of Fate we can watch on TV in the end of
December every year. Nowadays there is a museum of Eldar Ryazanov in
Samara. The Museum is located in an old pre-revolutionary mansion —
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the house of staff Captain Zalesov. Visiting the museum, people have the
possibility to learn more about life and creative works of Ryazanov.

How to return to your
own time? The characters have many questions. But one thing they know
for sure: we must rescue friends in trouble, doing everything possible and
impossible for this.

In the book by Vladislav Krapivin “The side where the wind is” you will
learn that troubles happen in life of every person. And sometimes it
seems that it is completely impossible to cope with them. But if a real
friend is nearby, he will help you to survive and not to break. This is a
story about boys with brave hearts, about true friendship, about how to
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learn to love and understand each other.

In the book “The Mayan Calendar” by Victoria Lederman, the schoolboy
Gleb Elizarov wakes up in the morning and finds that he is living his days
in reverse order! He just scratched the date “May 23rd, 2013” on the
ancient wall and went away with his classmates, first on May 22nd, and
then on the 21st, 20th, 19th... First, Gleb, Yura and Lena find pluses in
this unusual situation but the farther the schoolchildren are from May
23rd, the weaker the hope of returning back to the future.

MYXYUHA: A wonderful event took place in the Yuri Gagarin Park in
Samara on Friday. Schoolchildren, students, workers of the regional
Ministry of Forestry, together with volunteers, collected almost 700 kilos
of acorns. 250 people took part in the event.

Workers of the regional Ministry of Forestry will plant acorns to create
forests on the area of more than 56 hectares.

The campaign to collect acorns for forest restoration in the Samara region
appeared in 2012. The authorities, together with volunteers, hold it every
year to restore plantings damaged by a fire near Togliatti in the summer
of 2010. About 600 hectares of forest were cut down. Experts stated that
it is possible to fully restore the dead forest only in 150-200 years. People
collected acorns in Samara in the Gagarin Park, since most of the oak
trees grow on its territory.

In general, collecting acorns and saving the forest is a good initiative,
because city residents and activists take part in environmental protection
and solving the problem of planting new trees.
